With the dawn of each new year comes the dawn of a new tax 
season and, unfortunately, the potential threat of tax-related 
identity theft. This theft occurs when someone steals and 
uses your personal information to file a tax return claiming a 
fraudulent refund. 

Keep in mind, the IRS will NEVER Initiate contact with 
taxpayers by email, text, or social media to request personal 
or financial information; call taxpayers with threats of lawsuits 
or arrests or call, email, or text to request taxpayers’ Identity 
Protection PINs. 

If you feel your personal information has been compromised 
and you’ve become a victim of tax-related identity theft, 
you have options.

Getting out of debt 
Want to get out of debt in 2021? Use these 5 ideas to get 
started! 

1. Pay down your debt on a routine – List your debts from 
smallest to largest and start aggressively paying down the 
debt with the largest interest rate first while making the 
minimum payments on the others.
